Factory modification for East African Safari Rally 1973

Main sponsor BOSCH, painted in BOSCH-yellow
Starting #10 drven by Waldegaard/Thorszelius
Retired because of shock-absorber and gearbox problems

after the rally shipped back to Porsche Germany

Works entry for "Rally of 1000 Lakes" in Finland
Modified shock absorber system proved well
Result 3rd overall, driver: Kinnunen/&ho

Completely rebuilt for East African Safari 1974
Main sponsor Kuehne+Magel, painted white/blue

Starting #4 1 driven by Hermann/Schuller
Retired because of front axe damage

Restoration of Carrera RS #41

The car was purchased in a poorly restored condition, painted in white,
showing that a proper restoration back to the original was impossible in
Kenya

After arrival in Germany the car was completely disassembled and stripped
to bare metal

The basic bodywork and pan were still 0.k., but some body parts, e.g. the
roof, had to be replaced

The car was then reassembled with the utmost care for originality based on
usable parts and photo documentation

All the original body reinforcements and special suspension modifications
(e.g. suspension drop links to save the shock absorbers) are there.

All components have been restored using as much of the original
remainders as possible

Engine and gearbox have matching numbers and have been completely
overhauled
